DR. MAY TUNG
Dr. May Tung, clinical psychologist and founder, Aid for Traumatized Iraqi Children (AFTIC). AFTIC has sent toys and art supplies to traumatized Iraqi children to help them cope with their difficult life and often loss of family due to the war. AFTIC is a joint project of two World Dreams Peace Bridge programs: Aid for Traumatized Children and Post Traumatic Disorder Project (PTSD). World Dreams Peace Bridge is an international grassroots peace group. The idea of helping Iraqi children was set in motion when the invasion of Iraq began. The idea was to send psychologically healing objects to the Iraqi children, items basic in child psychotherapy around the world. Peace Bridge made three shipments to Childhood Voices in Baghdad through volunteers of Voices in the Wilderness before the situation in Iraq became too dangerous.
  Dr. Tung has been a clinical psychologist for forty years. She has practiced in settings including psychiatric hospitals, day treatment centers and clinics; and has worked with persons of all ages and ethnicities. Her specialty is cross-cultural psychology. Most of the time she works with persons whose goal is personal growth, not just a matter of removing symptoms, important as thay may be. Dr. Tung says "The project with Iraqi children is definitely related to my valuing life, that correction to life's burdens should begin at a young age." Her presentation includes reading varied Iraqi children's stories and showing their artwork, some of which can be seen on the PTSD website.
