Karen Lam, director, Kai Ming Head Start program. Head Start was developed in 1965 to help break the cycle of poverty by providing preschool children of low income families a comprehensive program to meet their emotional, social, health, nutritional, and educational needs. Head Start now serves over 800,000 children and families in all 50 states. Kai Ming was established in 1975 to serve the Chinatown, North Beach, Richmond and Sunset communities. Kai Ming contracts with the Grantee Program of San Francisco to provide service to the children and families in 6 centers, including one on Taraval St.
