Andrew Dimitriou, attorney in private practice, speaking on the U.S. Supreme Court. A San Francisco native, Andrew Dimitriou received his undergraduate degree in rhetoric from U.C. Berkeley, and, like his father, attended law school, receiving his Juris Doctorate and L.L.M. in taxation from the Golden Gate University School of Law. He is admitted before the California Supreme Court, 9th Circuit, and the U.S. Tax Court.
