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Ken Solin, speaker, author, facilitator. Ken’s work with men over the past fifteen years has guided them onto a clearly-marked path for resolving their troubling issues to become the

men they have always hoped they could be. Ken serves up man-sized portions of the rich stew that he terms collective male wisdom, addressing the lack of a century and a half of traditional father/son lessons.
