Judy Woods, Food Service Project Director and Volunteer Coordinator, Haight Ashbury Food Program (HAFP). HAFP provides free meals Tuesday through Friday, averaging 281 meals per day (as of 2004). Two-thirds of the programs meal guests are homeless. HAFP also provides job training to 24 to 30 participants each year. These participants were adults who faced multiple barriers to employment in their lives, including homelessness, addictions, mental health issues, single-parent families, low literacy levels and language barriers, in addition to an extremely low income. HAFP has a staff of four and relies on volunteers to assist with the preparation and serving of meals, among other tasks.
